CHANGEABLE, SHOWERY. The
first week was frosty with —3.6° on
the 1%. A mild spell resulted in the
warmest September on record on
10" (13.1°. There were also
thunderstorms and hail. Short cold
outbreaks included a half centimetre
snowfall on 16™. Further hail fell on
17" with a wintry maximum 6.2 °
maximum. Only light showery rain
fell to 28™ when the first heavy rain
since early June occurred. A frontal
line thunderstorm in the evening
gave 16.3mm in 32 minutes. 24
hour rainfalls over SO0mm fell along
Bullarto-Newbury divide. Squalls
caused damage south of the divide.
Monthly rain was 30% down on
average.
